From the perspective of geopolitical thought, the "C—shaped Strategic Arc"
aimed to balance the rise of peripheral area countries of Eurasian continent and the alliance of peripheral area countries and pivot area countries , and
maintain the geopolitical balance of the Asia—Pacific region and the world. In "Indo—Pacific" region , there are multiple competitions including position of
power , international systems and regional order between China and the United States, which constitute the geopolitical tension of the "Indo—Pacific".
From the perspective of classical geopolitical theory , the "Indo—Pacific" inherit the classical geopolitical theory , and highlights the alliance of sea power
and peripheral area countries to balance the alliance of peripheral area countries and pivot area countries.
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Reasons of the Convergence Tendency between the Institution of AIIB and the Traditional Multilateral Development Bank

Abstract: In the early operation period of 2015-2020, AIIB is becoming more and more similar to traditional Multilateral Development Bank
(MDB) in terms of its institutional goal, business area and environmental and social standards. Why has the AIIB, a new type of MDB initiated by an
emerging economy , undergone the institutional convergence? Building on the socialization theory, this paper argues that the international institutional
environment in which the AIIB is operating has strong influence on AIIB’s institution—building , mainly through the coercive , mimetic and normative
convergence processes. On coercion , the pressures from European shareholders , international credit rating agencies , and global civil society have resulted
in the AIIB’s institutional convergence. On mimicking, the social uncertainty of the relationship between AIIB and the "Belt and Road Initiative" and the
technical uncertainty of infrastructure projects have triggered the AIIB’s institutional convergence. On normativeness, the similar education background
and working experience of AIIB’s staff and active interactions among the MDB family members have caused the AIIB’s institutional convergence. The
paper concludes with the implications of the AIIB’s case study on China’s participation in global governance reform.
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Why It Is More Difficult to Build Economic Cooperation Institutions in Northeast Asia than in Southeast Asia: An Explanation
Based on Collective Memory ZHANG Chi - 97+

Abstract : Since 1980s and 1990s, Regional cooperation in Southeast Asia and Northeast Asia have started almost at the same time. However, after
more than 30 years, Southeast Asian cooperation has achieved the landmark achievement of signing the RCEP , but Northeast Asia cooperation is still
stumbling. According to the social psychological logic of international cooperation , the establishment of collective identity is an important prerequisite for
the realization of cooperation, and one of the main sources of collective identity is the collective memory. Therefore , collective memory is an important
variable of cooperation. The key reason why cooperation in Northeast Asia is more difficult than that in Southeast Asia is that compared with the
collective memory of Southeast Asia that has awakened the Asian consciousness , the collective memory of China, Japan and Republic of Korea, as the
core countries in Northeast Asia, is full of disputes and pains, and such collective memory has obstructed the regional cooperation. Therefore , in order to
promote the establishment of China—Japan—ROK FTA and the integration of Northeast Asia, the three countries mentioned above need to accelerate the
process of historical reconciliation and build a kind of harmonious "Northeast Asian memory" contributing to the regional cooperation.
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China—Russia Cultural Cooperation in Euro—Asia Strategic Space MIAO Ji - 112

Abstract : The recent decade has witnessed an epochal shift of Russian diplomatic priority away from Euro—centralism towards Euro—Asia cooperation
in pursuance of a "Euro—Asia Strategic Space". A Euro—Asia Strategic Space is a geopolitical goal for Russia as instructed by Eurasianism. While the
Greater Euro—Asia Partnership , a concept very recently initiated by President Putin will serve as a major instrument of this idea. Russia’s recent shift
towards Euro—Asian cooperation is a logical response to the ongoing groundbreaking transformation of the international system. It represents Russia’s new
regional statecraft and its pursuit of an international order that best serves its interests. China is a major stakeholder of the Euro—Asian space and a key
partner for Russia’s Euro—Asia initiative. Yet, the latter would have to rely on Russia for its traditional influence within the region. China—Russia
cooperation in the Euro—Asia Strategic Space is faced with both opportunities and challenges , the latter to be addressed via cultural cooperation and social
integration with countries in the greater Euro—Asia region. Cultural cooperation between the two countries are wide and in—depth , yet they are mostly
government sponsored and politically driven, lacking a broad—base social and economic foundation. Its mechanisms are mostly bilateral , with very few
multilateral ones. Moreover, there is absent of a Euro—Asian wide coordination and management system for cultural cooperation. The two countries also
face the challenge of divergence in their strategic interests and vision , increasing competition for leadership in the region. Russia’s growing anxiety over
China’s sustained rise , limited mutual trust among the two peoples, and insufficient favorability of both countries in the region. China and Russia should
establish multi—layered and comprehensive mechanisms for bilateral cultural cooperation and coordination , intensify mutual strategic investments, and
motivate social resource exchange based on market principles. China and Russia should enhance cultural cooperation in the greater Euro—Asia Strategic
space in the form of a "China—Russia+" (2+) dialogue platform. Both sides should also collaborate in strategic communications and public diplomacy ,
jointly maintain a multipolar cultural narrative , and fabricate together a global ideological order.
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
